Repairing a fusee chain

The fusee chain is, in essence, a miniature biglwdén. It is used to
transfer the power of the mainspring to the fu3ée. fusee being a cone
shaped device that equals out the tension of thiegsfhroughout the
course of a full winding period.

Suffice to say, fusee chains are subject to bremk fime to time and
repairing them is not something most watch repairmi take on.

Without a good supply of spare chains, one is facéu repairing them.
This particular chain broke at the very end sodlveas very little loss in
length.

The following illustrates the methods used to maike fit a new hook to the
end of a fusee chain.
